Shaggers in North Myrtle Beach dance their way into the record books 

Itôs official: Shaggers who danced this fall in North Myrtle Beach have landed in the record 

books.  

Organizers of the ñLargest Carolina Shag Danceò received an e-mail last week from the Guinness 

World Records keepers confirming that the Sept. 24 attempt at the North Myrtle Beach Aquatics & 

Fitness Center was a success. 

About 744 dancers participated ï nearly three times the number needed to land in the record books. 

No one held the record for ñLargest Carolina Shag Dance,ò but Guinness World Records officials told 

organizers at least 250 shaggers had to dance in synchronized steps for at least five minutes to set 

the record. Henry compiled all the documentation of the event ï videos, photos, paperwork ï to sub-

mit to Guinness.
